worried about many thingsò (Lk 10:38-42)é 

                  

    Greetings my dear friends, 

    

   How many of us can relate to the words that Jesus spoke to Martha?  
Lƴ ŦŀŎǘΣ ŀƭƭ ƻŦ ǳǎ ŎƻǳƭŘ ƛƴǎŜǊǘ ƻǳǊ ƴŀƳŜ ƛƴ ǘƘŀǘ ǇŀǎǎŀƎŜΧDavid, David,

  In the passage from Luke, Martha is concerned with the serving and

him.  Our Lord even acknowledges that fact in his response to Martha: 
άThere is need of only one thing.  Mary has chosen the better part and

  This gospel passage happens to be the one read for the Memorial of 
Saint John Leonardi, on October 9th.  John was born in 1541 in Lucca, 
Italy.  He ended his long course of study to be a pharmacist after re-
ceiving his call to the priesthood.  After his ordination, John founded 
the Clerics Regular of the Mother of God in the spirit of the reforms of 
the Council of Trent.  What John said is key and it goes along with our
