  We pray for and even have Masses said for the souls in purgatory.  The 
quote above gives us hope when it comes to purgatory because we 
know our destination is heaven.

Saint Augustine taught that martyrs and the 
just enter heaven immediately at death, a teaching always held by the 
church.  In the Middle Ages, belief in a purifying-punishing fire became
